b List of professional development activities in previous three years. Describe the length and nature of these activities.   
c Description of your professional goals for attending the Program.  Be sure to describe any future research projects that may benefit from the 

inclusion of bioinformatics/genomics training. Describe how training will benefit undergraduate students and be incorporated at the institution. 
d Description of outreach activities in previous three years, including the number and types of people reached within the previous three years. 

  
A letter of support from an institutional administrator advocating applicant's participation in the program and detailing infrastructure and institutional 
support available to applicant to incorporate bioinformatics and genomic sciences into the curriculum. The letter should describe plans to expand the 
applicant's work across the undergraduate curriculum in order to encourage interdisciplinary training on campus and regionally or nationally. The 
letter must be sent electronically and originate from the administrator’s e-mail account. Send letter to facultyprograms@asmusa.org with the following 
subject line: ASM-JGI Bioinformatics Institute - [insert applicant name here].
